The Moulton City Council met on Monday, February 3, 2025, with the meeting being called to order at 6:00 PM by Mayor Pro tem John Replogle. Roll call - present were Jewel Thompson, John Replogle, Terry Pangburn, and Tyler Thompson. Mayor Jason Ogden and Council member Mary Boyd were absent. Motion by Pangburn seconded by T Thompson to approve the agenda, all ayes none opposed.

Library Report – Library Director, L. Swarts reviewed reports of the previous board meeting and the tentative agenda of the upcoming board meeting. 
Ambulance Service Report – There were 13 calls. 1 fire rehab; 8 pt refusals; 4 CFR transports
Fire Dept Report – Assistant Chief M Wood reported that the department responded to 1 car accident; 2 grass fires; and 1 residential structure fire. Council member Pangburn stated he was impressed with the response time of the department and the surrounding community departments in the County. Chief J Ballanger reported they had the pumpers looked at a second time and was recommended to not fix the leaking seals at this time. 
Emergency Management/Cemetery – None
Park – The repairs to the playground equipment by RAW Metals have been finished and should be reapplied within the next week. Community members would like to apply for a grant for upgrades to the park. 
City Supt Report – Supt, K Wood ordered a new water hydrant for $5,000.00 to replace 7th and Main’s hydrant. There are 46 total hydrants in town, 23 of those need to be replaced. Supt Wood recommends a plan to budget to replace them over a 5-year period.
